5. Contestants will report to a virtual preparation room 30

minutes prior to their scheduled speaking time to draw

their topic. Contestants will be randomly assigned three
topics and select one on which to speak.

3 minutes have elapsed or who have run past 7 minutes
will be penalized 1 point for each second over/under.
Following the speech, time will be allowed for questions
from the judges.
