RESUME & INTERVIEW TIPS

There is no excuse for anything less than correctly presented and submitted written documents.
Stay abreast of industry news and related knowledge.

Practice and ask industry experts to provide feedback.

There is no better teacher than those already working in the agriculture industry.

Be timely with correspondence, be honest and accurate with all credits included.

Make sure to keep both resumes and cover letters to one-page in length.
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
